• Angels appeared to some shepherds, declaring that the Savior had been born in Bethlehem and that 

they would find Him in a manger. After the shepherds had seen the baby Jesus, they told many people 

what the angels had proclaimed to them.

What does it mean: 

• God made plans for His Son to be born a long time before He was born. When God makes plans, do they 

happen? 

• Have you told anyone the Good News about Jesus? 

• Did Mary believe in and trust in God? 

• Why was Jesus’ birth so important? 

What does it mean to me: 

• Do you believe in Jesus? 

• How do you celebrate Jesus’ birth? 

• Do you pray to God? 

• If God wants you to do something special for Him, will you?
