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The apostles throughout the New Testament appealed to two areas of the life of Jesus of Nazareth to establish His Messiahship.
One was the resurrection and the other was fulfilled messianic prophecy. The Old Testament was written over a 1,000-year
period which ended anywhere from 450 B.C. - 250 B.C. This will suffice to indicate that there was at least a 250-year gap
between the prophecies being written down and the fulfillment in the person of Jesus. The Old Testament contains over 300
references to the coming Messiah. All of these were fulfilled in Jesus Christ, and they establish a solid confirmation of His
credentials as the Messiah. There are 61 direct prophecies that Jesus fulfilled in his lifetime and of those 61 prophecies 14
dealt with his birth specifically as seen below.

Blindfold a man and tell him that he can travel as far as he wishes, but he must pick up one silver dollar and
say that this is the right one. What chance would he have of getting the right one? Just the same chance that the prophets
would have had of writing only these eight prophecies and having them all come frue in any one man.
